Hello, I'm Michele Brown program director for the OSU Academy college credit plus program. This video will go through the application to enroll in the OSU Academy CCP program and to get started you will need to navigate to the OSU Academy website which is http://academy-ccp.osu.edu and you will see a number of options including a link and drop down menu for the application process. If you navigate to the how to apply link you will be taken to instructions that explain the process that has links to both the online application and the PDF for the school information form and information about the completion requirements. So the transcripts of coursework either 7th and 8th grade middle school grades high school transcripts and assessments so  if you plan to use an ACT or SAT to apply that  information is listed as well and a link to the  mature content permission slip the website  will also walk through the process once you  have applied for admission and we have an FAQ  with more details so let's go ahead and click  on that online application you will be taken to  a new page where you can create your account so  once you have actually created an account you can  come back and put in your username and password  but since we're going to start from the very  beginning let's go ahead and create an account  and so what we're going to do is put in our name  so today we're going to apply as Carmen Scarlet  and we're going to use an email address  that we would have access to that will  allow us to come back to the application  on a regular basis and so I'm going to use an email address that hopefully  has not been used previously  and again you want this to be an email address  that you have continued to use over the years that  you will be going back to and checking regularly  you will then need to come up with a username and  a password so you can use the hint or you can come  up with an idea so I'm going to create a password and then in case I don't remember it  there is going to be a hint question that I can use and I'm going to indicate  that my favorite color is scarlet and gray  so we can go ahead and create our account and that'll take us a minute all right so  now we see that there are no applications  since this is a new account so I'm  going to click on new application  and it's going to ask me what type of application  is this am I applying for college credit plus  and the academy or am I applying as a  student who attends the Metro School  the vast majority of folks are going to be picking the academy you only pick Metro if that is your actual high school that you attend the next step  is to indicate which campus in which term and  right now as I'm making this video the spring  2024 semester is the only option and you can select any of our campuses I'm going to select  the Columbus campus and start the application  and it will take it a minute to think and when we  get into the actual application you will see that  we have this handy sidebar that tells you what  pages of information we're going to need to put  in and it's telling you a little bit just about  what the application is for the information about  the academy program so we've already put in your  name you can add a middle name if you would like  and if you are a junior or senior or you have  numbers behind your name you can select that  you can also tell us if there is a  preferred first name that you might  use when in one-on-one conversation so you  can put down any names that you'd like to  be called know that that might be put on a  name tag or be information that is sent in  emails we might use this preferred first name  and you can also let us know if you have any  former names if you do and click yes it will  give you the option to enter that information other personal information you can give us  your social security number this is typically  used for students after high school graduation to  connect your application for admission with your  application for federal financial aid but since  you're not eligible for federal financial aid   as a CCP student you do not need to enter that  information at this time we do want your date  of birth and so what I would do whenever you're  clicking on one of these calendar icons I would go to the year first and then select the month and  then the year I'm sorry the date so make sure that  again that you haven't put this current year we  see that occasionally if you do that it will give you an error message and then you can also list  your legal sex between male female Undeclared or X whichever you feel most comfortable with and you  can also tell us you're not required to but if you  want to tell us something about the pronouns  you prefer to use you can list those as well  citizenship this is something we absolutely have  to have and this is very important so the first thing that you're going to tell us is your country  of birth the first option is going to be the U.S but if you were born somewhere else in the world  you certainly can select that and then tell us  about your city of birth and your citizenship  status are you a U.S citizen? are you now a  permanent resident? do you have other status or none of the above if you are  not a U.S citizen or have some of the other  citizenship statuses you can tell us again  what is your actual country of citizenship  so if this student is from Brazil and let me  find that on the list there we go you can input  that information and then you can tell us about your visa and immigration status so if you are  currently in the U.S then we're going to ask you  to tell us which type of a Visa you are on please  note that the most likely eligible Visa is going to be one of the H visas because you have to be  an Ohio resident for tax purposes if you have questions about this let us know but typically if  you are here on visitor’s Visa or if you are here  as a study abroad student you are not eligible  to participate in the college credit plus program but most of you are actually going to be using  the United States and you are going to be that  U.S citizen and so we're going to go ahead  and put down that Carmen was born in Columbus she's a U.S citizen and therefore we don't  need to worry about that citizenship status we also do have questions about ethnic origin  these questions are completely optional  we only use this information in reporting  so when an application reader is looking  at your application they will not  see any information about your race  so if you want to give us this information great  do not feel obligated to do so but Carmen does  want to tell us about herself and she actually  is Hispanic and she also considers herself  black and white because she has mixed parentage  so you can click more than one button as you go  through this again this is not going to  be part of the application review process  Now Carmen we indicated was female so she  is not a male age 18 to 26 so she's going  to select NA for the Selective Service most  of you are not going to be over the age of  18 so again NA meaning that we do not need  to collect this information yet is a correct  answer you also most likely as being still in  high school have not been on active military  service so you can just leave that information  blank so let's go ahead and save and continue next the application wants to know  where do you live so we're going to  again select the country of your permanent  address and then your street address and Carmen lives here on campus if you have  additional apartment numbers anything   you can add that into the other address lines  and we need the city and state and a zip code  and then we are also going to ask for your  county so we ask at the top for your country  and at this point we're asking for the county of  your permanent address we also asked for a current  address if you are living at your permanent  address that's perfectly fine you can just  check the box that it's the same as above the  only time we would need a current address would  be if you are maybe attending a boarding  school or living with a family member away  from your parents and have a different address  that you would like information to be sent to  then you can tell us your phone number so you pick  the type of phone number and the um the actual  phone number and tell us if that is your preferred  number you can give us multiple numbers again feel  free to put in as many as you would like and we  also have your email address because you filled  that out earlier so again make sure that that is  correct and that it is an email that you will be  using okay this is one of the most important  questions on this entire application this  financial support question is used to determine if  you are an Ohio resident that's important because you have to be an Ohio resident to be eligible for  CCP funding if you are not an Ohio resident then  you're not eligible for CCP which means you pay  the full cost of tuition plus out of state fees  so and you have to pay very close attention as  you're answering this question the question is who are you financially dependent upon that  doesn't mean who is paying for this class or  these classes this means who pays for your home  your food your clothing your daily expenses  and the first option is going to be the correct  one for most of you which is your parent guardian  or spouse you can select self if you are truly  paying all of your own expenses you don't have  somebody else who's paying the rent you don't  have somebody else buying your groceries  in most cases as a high school student you are  going to be selecting a parent a guardian or a  spouse do not select other unless there's  somebody who is not related to you who's  not been assigned to you as a guardian by  the courts so this is not your high school  you are most likely dependent on either a parent  or a guardian once you select that that's who  you're dependent upon then we need to know when  that individual has lived within the state of Ohio have they lived in Ohio their whole life did you  move to Ohio at some point and you're still living  in Ohio or did you live in Ohio at some point and  then move out of the state of Ohio at some point  please note that you do need to be an  Ohio resident to participate in CCP  then we need to know the name of whoever you're  financially dependent upon so we're going to say that Carmen's father is Brutus Buckeye and they  live at the same address and we're also going to  put in a phone number for Brutus in case we ever  need to get in touch with him for any questions so now let's hit save and exit if you need to stop  you've been working on this for a while and you  want to come back to it if you hit save and exit  and it will ask if you're sure and that will take  you out of the application but now as we're on  this page of my applications you will see that  you have a college credit plus Academy application  for the spring semester that is in saved status  to go back to it all you need to do is click on  edit and it will take you back and all of the  information you already entered is still going to  be there so we've already completed the personal  data and the contact data so we can now go to the  academic data we're going to ask you about your  high school and as a CCP student you should  still be either in high school or in middle  school if you have already completed high school  then this is not the right application for you  so we'll go ahead and select I'm already in high  school and then we can click on the calendar to select the day that you're going to be graduating  again start with the year and the student is going to be graduating in 2025 and she's most likely  going to be graduating right around the end of May  she's going to be earning a high school diploma  now we want to know what school does the student attend you can type in the information but it's  easier to actually go to this find my school  button which will allow you to put in the name of  your school the city and state so let's say that  this student goes to Jerome high school so you can  hit search and what you will see is that there's  a few different options there is Dublin Jerome  high school and you can see it's in Dublin Ohio  there's also a high school in Idaho another high  school in Wisconsin and a high school in Michigan  again you need to be an Ohio resident attending  an Ohio high school so the most likely option  is going to be this Dublin Jerome high school  now it has put in all of the information about  the school and you don't need to fill all  of that in you also will need to tell us  the dates that you've attended so the student  is currently a 10th grader so she started in  the fall of 2021 somewhere around August 23rd  and she is going to be attending through 2025 and again most likely  graduating around the end of May  don't worry if you're a day or two off  that's not going to cause any difficulties  now say that you've attended more than  one school you can add additional schools  and if you were having difficulty and cannot find  the name of your school you can check the box  that says I can't find my school and that will  then allow you to type in the school that you  have attended and so it might be that you were  homeschooled for a year and that is in the US and let's see United States and that is Ohio  and again you can put in the dates that  you attended so the student might be in  high school a little bit longer than actuality so  maybe in September August of 2020 to May of 2021and then we're going to ask what grade  levels you were and the age while attending  so we have this information just again you  can add as many high schools as you need to  now we're also going to ask about any colleges  or universities that you may have attended  and very similarly you can click on find my  school and maybe you do know the name of the  college that you attended so you can again  type in the name or part of the name and it  has Columbus State Community College and again  you'll notice that there's one in Ohio and one  in Georgia the student lives in Columbus so  we're going to assume it's the one in Ohio  and the student attended in the spring of this  past year so she started in January and she  went through the end of May and most likely  has not earned a degree or had a particular  major you can add those if there's things that you  specialized in but you can also leave those blank  you can also tell us about ACT or SAT scores  so the student maybe has taken the ACT it will  ask for details and so was this a test that  was taken this past spring maybe April of 23  again the specific exact date is not as important  as the month and year and then you can tell us about your scores so the composite if you know  the percentile that's fine that's not as important  as the actual composite so did very well in  her English math was also a very good score  so again put in those scores and that will just  again let us know what you've taken in terms of  the ACT or SAT if you haven't taken the SAT and  you don't plan to you can just leave that blank  so let's go ahead and save and continue now we're going to ask about your current classes  so what are you taking in high school right now  so Carmen is taking English and she's taking that  as an AP class and she's getting one high school  credit from it and the class is being taught over  the full year she's also taking college algebra  and it's a CCP class we don't really have a way  to indicate that so I would put accelerated and  again that is worth one full credit but it's only  being taught in the first semester so again that's  just letting the application reviewers know what  you're taking this year as a high school student  and so she's also taking chemistry and that's  also a full year course again you can fill out  all of the different classes to show your  full high school schedule so we know what  you're taking this year in high school and  any CCP classes you're enrolled in as well  going on to the next page we're going to ask you  to tell us what your plan slash major is and for  a CCP student that means are you planning  to pay for the courses yourself or are you  planning to use college credit plus funding  the vast majority of you are doing CCP because  it's free so when you come to this box you can  click on the magnifying glass and it will allow  you to select either that you are a self-pay  student or you're using the funding for CCP now we'd like to know a little bit about your  activities so Carmen is involved on the cheer team at her school and she started on the cheer  team when she was first starting in high school so that was in August of her freshman year  and she's planning on doing that until she  graduates from high school so she's going to  indicate that she's been involved and plans to  be involved through the end of her senior year  and that is roughly 10 hours a week and she's  going to give a very quick description of what  she's doing cheer at athletic events assemblies and other activities so short sweet doesn't need  to be super long but just what are you doing in that activity you can add additional activities  that you've been involved with so maybe besides being in on the cheer team she also is doing piano  lessons and she's been doing that for a super long  time but you'd only need to go back to the start  of high school so again she's been doing that  from the start of high school but maybe she's  decided that she's done and that she's not going  to be doing that anymore because she's doing  other things so that's fine that you can say   all right I did that through the end of last  year and that was you five hours per week of  practice and so practice prepare for recitals  so again you can list as many activities as you would like we'd also like to know if you have been  working and so she started working at Starbucks this summer so that's why she stopped doing piano  because she had too many other things going on so  she started the beginning of June and she's not  sure how long she's going to do it but she's is doing it now so she can put the current date down  and that is 10 hours a week and so it's serving I can spell so just whatever you'd like to tell  us about that job and again if you have more jobs  you can add additional options in there one  thing that we do look for is whether or not a student is the first in their family to attend  college and that's not a it's a good thing or it's a bad thing it's more it tells us more about  you as a student so we ask you this question  have either of your parents or Guardians earned  a bachelor's degree and it's just a quick yes  or no answer not a big deal and then we do ask  to know who are your parents so again Carmen's dad is Brutus Buckeye and we have his email address please do give us  the email address just so that we can get in contact with your parents if there's additional  information that we would like to get from them   or just keep them aware of things that are  happening with the CCP program again you can add additional parents and Guardians  if you would like and then we also asked  why did you work in high school again it just  kind of gives us a little bit more information   about you for our application reviewers and  Carmen work to earn money for cheer team and other activities that's fine we also  want to know have you ever applied to the  OSU Academy before this allows us to find  any previous records we might have in the system and if you answer yes we just ask you to  tell us what term and year that might have been we'd like to know what grade you are right  now because that helps us again to see what type of information we should have in your  transcripts etc and you can tell us if you'd  like to take classes only online or if you plan  to come to campus as well as take online classes  we do would like to have your school counselor or  principal's information so Carmen's counselor is  Betty Boop and we have an email address for her and again this does give us the ability then  to reach out to your counselor if there's any   information that we need from your counselor we  also would like to know have you already taken  any AP exams some of them there's not a lot of  space so you can list as many tests as you'd like  don't worry if you can't fit them all in it won't  cause any difficulty and again if you took all of  them on one date you can just list one date so  if you took AP Art History AP US history again  you can just list them out here and then those  were all taken in May of 2023 so it's okay to  just have one date down there even if there are  multiple tests that you've taken on that date we do have an essay for the application and we  would like you to give this some thought so this  would be a great time to save and exit your  application and write out your essay you know put it together think about it make sure that it  is grammatically correct maybe get some feedback from your English teacher or your counselor  and then come back and you can copy and paste  it into the text box and I know this looks like  a really small box but you can actually go in and make it bigger so that you can add your  information in here please don't just start typing and do a stream of consciousness essay we  want you to tell us more about your interests and  we'd like you to answer the question  this question is asking you to tell us  as a CCP student taking classes at Ohio State  with Ohio State students what are the things that you think you're going to need to change  about your study habits what do you think you're  going to like about the experience and what do  you think is going to be a challenge so again   read over the prompt take some time and then  fill out this essay for us so I'm not going  to do that right now so and it is required so  I'm just typing something in as a placeholder  but again if you hit save and exit you can come  back and complete the essay and then continue on  another thing that you might need to save and  exit is we ask for your parents certification  and we ask your parents to agree  that they fully understand all the  options and ramifications involved in my child's  participation in the college credit plus program  furthermore I understand that  under college credit plus option b   should my child officially withdraw or be  withdrawn from a course at the Ohio State  University I will be financially responsible  for all costs because there is this financial  piece to this we want you to make sure that your  parent reads the statement and then selects yes  and finally we would like you to tell us  if there's any types of subjects that you  would like to study through the academy so  Carmen might be looking to take some robotics  she might be also thinking about doing some  history classes she might be thinking about  taking some accounting so go ahead  and list what you're interested in  it might be that you might not be able to take  some of the things that you list but this at least   lets us know what are some of the things that you  are thinking that you might want to do all right  we're going to go ahead and save and continue and  the very last page is the certification of Truth  it's very important that you do read all of this  information very carefully because you are saying  that you have been truthful everything that you've  indicated is correct and complete and failure to  give us information that is truthful is grounds  for dismissal so this is serious to take some time  do read over it and make sure that you know what  it is that you are agreeing to once you agree you  can click that I agree and again you can save and  exit if there's anything that you would like to  come back to and double check make sure that you  haven't missed anything but if you're like yep no I'm good you can go ahead and hit submit only  when you hit submit will this information be sent to Ohio State and now on your my applications page  you see your status as submitted we will send an email to the email address that you provided  letting you know that we have received your  application and you will receive emails from  us about if there's any additional information that we need we'll send instructions on how to  set up your OSU username and password so you can check your application status online so once  everything is submitted now we can move forward  and we can let you know what the next steps will  be in the process I hope that this information  is useful as you fill out the applications do  feel free to reach out to us if there are any  questions that you have you can reach us best  through email which is SAE-Academy@osu.edu you  can also email askabuckeye@osu.edu or call the  undergraduate Admissions Office at 614-292-3980 thanks so much for your interest  in Ohio State and go Bucks!
